“Can a mother forget her infant? Even should she forget, I will never forget you.” God is both father and mother to us: he loves us so much, that we don’t need to worry about anything. Today we are introduced to the maternal side of love: total attentive and faithful commitment to his creatures, great care of their needs.
In the Gospel we read that God knows our needs and provides us with food and clothes, as we can notice in all creatures on Earth.

All saints over the centuries proved that God does not leave us but on the contrary he leads us into the fulfillment of our plans: that may be unexpected money or help, coincidences, obstacles 
Just think about the cloistered nuns, who commit their lives to God’s Providence, praising every day his generosity.  

And what about us? Are we ready to commit our lives to God’s Providence?

The words “Do not worry” are repeated 6 times in the Gospel. Sometimes men find it hard to trust God’s maternal love. We are often concerned about our goods, we think: maybe they’re not enough, maybe we are not safe, maybe we are not fashionable or maybe we are not accepted in our group. But according to the words of God, we just need to trust him to get rid of these troubles. As a matter of fact God reminds us: you are more important than food and clothes, so why do you trust your goods more than yourself? 
If we trust God’s maternal love, we shall live in joy and happiness, enjoying the small things and setting a high value on important ones.
