On this evening we have a picture of the Madonna delle Grazie in our Church. She is the patron saint of our town and we still turn our prayers to her. The Madonna delle Grazie has been prayed for six hundred years, especially when Faenza got through difficult historical times, such as  pestilence,  wars and earthquakes.
What can we ask to our Lady after reading today’s Gospel? How can she help us in our life?
1 Firstly, we ask her to help us live as if we were married to God. Someone considers God like an accusingly judge, someone like an employer, who wants us to complete our tasks. In fact, we should look at God like our interior spouse, who offers his life for us, for love and forever.
2 Secondly, we ask Mary to help us feel invited even if we made mistakes, we don’t need to close us off or run away.  Mary is mother of Mercy, because she’s mother of God, who has come to heal us with his mercy. Let us welcome God in order to be healed and washed away from our sins. Our life has a hope.
3 Finally, we ask Mary to wear the dress of joy. We ask her to find long lasting joy, which is not taking our minds off bore or disappointment . Christian joy means sharing with God and our brothers, who came to the same wedding feast. And wearing that dress of joy means singing our Magnificat, like Mary did, bringing our joy to those who don’t have, expressing our faith joyfully, peacefully.
